Palma-White Rematch Off, Aiken Fight Scratched from Nov. 1 Show
Local Boxers Luther Smith and Carlos Cisneros Added to Jimmy Lange-Headlined Event This Saturday at Patriot Center
FAIRFAX, VA (October 28, 2008) --- Ice Promotions officials announced today that the rematch scheduled between Jaime “The Punisher” Palma and Dean “Pitt Bull” White has been cancelled. Last Thursday White told promoters that he had been suffering from a cold/virus for the past two months which was adversely affecting his training and preparation for the bout.  White visited a doctor three times during training, and announced he was not 100-percent physically able to compete.  In addition, Eric “Mighty Mouse” Aiken will not be on the card after his opponent pulled out unexpectedly at the last minute. 
The promoters have added two fights featuring a pair of local fighters, including Alexandria, VA junior middleweight Luther “Sugarman” Smith (22-7-2, 12 KOs).  Smith has been a prominent figure on the local boxing scene since 1997 when he started his career with a 19-bout undefeated streak. His biggest victory came in 2002, a second-round TKO win over tough veteran Obar Carr. He’s looking to get back on the winning track when he takes on Jimmy LeBlanc (11-15-4, 3 KOs) of Boston in a six-round contest. LeBlanc lost to Raymond Serrano in his last fight this past August.

An eight-round contest between Hyattsville, MD’s Carlos Cisneros (9-15-1, 6 KOs) and Curtis Smith (8-4) has been added to the seven-bout card as well. Originally from Los Angeles, CA and now fighting out of Adrian Davis’ Round One gym, Cisneros won his last fight via TKO of Norman Allen last May in Maryland.  Smith comes to town having won three of last four fights.  Beltway boxing fans may remember Smith who lost a hard-fought, split decision to top local prospect Andrew Farmer in Springfield, VA last November in his only fight in Virginia.

Baltimore’s Jessie “The Beast” Nicklow (19-0-1, 7 KOs) takes on Charlottesville, VA’s George “War Time” Rivera (8-3, 3 KOs) in a co-feature rematch.  DC prospect Thomas “KO” Snow (10-1, 8 KOs) battles Ben Odamattey (13-11, 5 KOs) fighting out of Silver Spring, MD. Tracey Brewer (2-0, 1 KO) of Arlington, VA faces Washington, DC’s Calvin Aughtry (0-2), while “Tattoo” Tom Mitchell of Centreville, VA, makes his pro debut against Yieta Johnson (0-2) of Ashburn, VA.
